We need it clear that no one can wander 
off or smoke at the BBQ; big official signs would be a start.  Under Staff:   We must have a cook 
who can run the whole food operation.  We were made aware by our Madera County 
Inspectors that we need a person in charge of the cooking who has a Food Safety Certificate 
and that EVERYONE who works in the kitchen must have attended a Food Handling Course and 
passed a test, and carry a card that proves it.
